The United Methodist Church supports efforts by governments to ensure
living wages indexed to inflation. (2016 Book of Resolutions, #4135, “Rights
of Workers”)

In calling for a living wage in every industry, The United Methodist Church
recognizes its own responsibility to model fair and faithful compensation. To
this end, The United Methodist Church adopts the living wage as a model for
justice in the world and in the household of faith. (2016 Book of Resolutions,
#4101, "Living Wage Model")
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What do the facts say?

« Since 2009, the federal minimum wage in the
United States has remained at $7.25 per hour
ranking 11th among industrialized countries'
and fully $3.65 per hour less (in inflation
adjusted dollars) than the minimum wage in
1968.

- The wealth of the 8 richest people on the planet is now equal to that of the
poorest 3.6 billion people combined.”

» Over the last 25 years, the annual income of the poorest 10% of the world’s
population has risen less than $3 per year.’

« The U.S. federal poverty threshold for a household with two adults and one
child is $20,160.* An adult working a minimum-wage job 40 hours per week,
52 weeks a year, would earn only $15,080 (before taxes).
